Camp TWIGS Code

Camp TWIGS promotes treating everyone with respect and consideration.

Camp TWIGS does not allow physical, verbal, or mental abuse (no hitting, humiliating,
degrading, bullying, or inappropriate touching).

Camp TWIGS is not a place for using profanity or discussing adult subject matter.

No one shall use, possess, or be under the influence of alcohol, tobacco, or illegal drugs while at
camp.

Everyone must dress appropriately for camp (according to the guidelines sent out before
camp).

No one shall have firearms or other weapons while at camp.

Camp personnel and campers will not exchange personal information (such as email addresses
and phone numbers) unless given specific permission by the camper’s parents.

No one shall abuse, steal from, or show disrespect to campers or staff.
Romantic displays of affection (public or private) are not allowed at camp.

If you witness any behavior that is contrary to the Camp TWIGS Code, immediately notify the
Camp Director or Medical Director.

Failure to comply with the above expectations may result in dismissal from camp.
